RESOLUTION 
The Second All-Russian Scientific-Methodological Conference with international participation focuses on the necessity to integrate efforts of Russian and foreign higher education institutions in order to solve problems associated with the new stage of internalization and modernization of higher professional education, and strengthening and deepening relations among international, Russian and regional partners. 
1. Conference participants note that it is required to widely spread adoption of a new integrative approach to implementation of educational programs through:

- development and coordination of mutual educational programs;

- creation of new educational programs in partnership with foreign higher education institutions;

- expansion of mutually beneficial cooperation on the issues of R&D projects implementation;

- development and adjustment of procedures of social-professional and international accreditation of educational programs.

2. In order to improve international cooperation on academic exchange and advancement of the higher educational institution into international scientific and academic milieu it is necessary to create and develop regional centers of academic mobility, including information service and expert support structures.   
3. Improvement of positions of universities in the region is aimed to make innovative activity available through implementing R&D projects, bilateral and multilateral relations, integrating the best practices and educational programs of Russian and foreign centers and higher educational institutions. 
4. In order to promote international cooperation and academic exchange it is necessary to intensify language skills development. Taking into account that language barrier is the main obstacle to academic mobility expansion, it is important to provoke students’ interest in foreign languages in a higher professional institution and to improve efficiency of language courses.

5. It is necessary to adjust language courses policy of Irkutsk State University to the standards and guidelines that are adequate for the modern requirements and challenges and to sequentially implement the principle of plurilingualism in students’ language skills development, and to provide for students’ foreign language competences taking into account the grading descriptors of speaking, reading, writing, and listening comprehension (no lower than A2-B1).

6. It is required to improve the mechanisms of interaction when forming a new informational, technical, language and innovation infrastructure as a basic condition of high competitiveness of Russian programs and the integration of Russian higher educational institutions as well as Russia in different international communities. 
7. The development of international cooperation in the sphere of higher professional education implies creation of new data bases and other data resources, including a new system of information exchange and joint authorship of publications. 
8. Conference participants find it necessary to carry out a joint sociological research with foreign colleagues in order to develop a strategy of academic mobility expansion in Russia.

9. Conference participants support the idea of holding the scientific-methodological conference in Irkutsk every other year in order to discuss important issues of modernization of higher education in the light of implementation of new forms of international cooperation and social partnership of higher educational institutions with regional development subjects.
